Parish Financial Reports. Right after Labor Day, I will 

present a financial report for each parish. As I 

forecasted earlier this year, each parish will show a 

deficit for the year ending June 30. Parishioners have 

been generous, but we have various expenses that were 

hard to avoid. Each parish finance council has been 

involved all year in oversight and I regularly seek their 

advice. I will have more to say in my full report in 

September. 
 

‘Prolife Catholics of Piqua’ is our new parish prolife 

group. I cannot tell you how pleased I am that so many 

of you have responded to my request to do this.  
 

We’ve had two meetings, and laid out a very good, 

basic plan, focusing on prayer, study and action 

(similar to the time-tested Cursillo approach); the 

group meets the first Tuesday each month, at 7 pm, 

starting with a rosary in St. Clare Chapel; afterwards, 

we study a bishops’ document on life, and then spend 

time on action-steps to raise awareness and bear 

witness.  
 

For example: the Life Chain is coming up in October, 

and now is the time to get ready for this simple, easy 

and profound witness to the sacredness of all life. 
 

I want to thank Greg and Donna Johnson for sparking 

this and for accepting chairmanship of this group, as 

well as the dozen others who have given support.
