Food for the Flock

Why the “Rebuild St. Boniface Fund Drive”? Several
conversations I’ve had recently suggest I need to
explain more about this project, particularly for folks
outside St. Boniface Parish, who may not understand
what I’m doing, and why it’s so critical.

This drive’s goal of $580,000 is almost all for essential
things such as exterior and interior repairs, restoring
the priceless, 100-year-old stained-glass windows,
refurbishing or replacing falling-apart pews,
resurfacing parking lots and roof areas, and so forth.
(Approximately $40,000 of the budget is for items that,
if we don’t raise enough, could be dropped.)

Thanks to lots of folks, we’ve raised about $160,000 in
gifts and pledges—most of which has been spent on
several projects, some of which were already done
before I “packaged” these needs together in one drive,
such as the school gym repainting, the new sound
system and the acquisition and clearing of the lot on
Wood St. Except for the Wood St. lot, and a couple of
small items included, all are essential, and in some
cases, critical, needs.

What about St. Mary? Thanks to the work of
parishioners and prior pastors, St. Mary has dealt with
most of these issues already; what’s more, St. Mary
has funds set aside for such repairs when they come
due. But St. Boniface does not have such a fund.

As “father” to both parish families, at any given time,
this or that member of the family commands more of
my attention. I trust everyone understands we’re all in
this together. If I do not raise new money for these
repairs, they must be paid for with money taken from
other needs—i.e., the school. So, realize, this isn’t
“taking away” from other needs, but helping them.

It is hard work, but I believe we’ll do it. This week,
some folks helped me prepare grant applications. If
successful, this could raise large amounts toward these
projects! Please storm heaven in your prayers for these
grants, and more to come. —Fr. Martin
